God, the Father; Jesus, the Son; and the Holy Spirit.
Scripture tells us that there is only one God

(Dt 4:35; Isaiah 45:5; 46:9).
The Bible refers to three distinct persons as "God".

God the Father (Gal 1:1),

Jesus Christ His Son (Jn 1:1; 20:28)

and the Holy Spirit (Acts 5:3,4).

The Father, Jesus and the Holy Spirit are Three
distinct Persons in One God. This is the truth

which God was conveying through Scripture, a
truth which Christians later labled "'The Trinity"

(literally "tri-unity" meaning three in unity as one).

Though each Person is distinct from the other two,
they do not act separately. What the Father does,
the Son and Holy Spirit do as well. The Godhead
acts as one. Christians are called to have a personal
relationship with God. It is important for each one

of us to know the One Whom we worship and love.
